CHIMNEY REPAIR UPDATE

APRIL 2008

As you are aware, all units that failed their chimney/fire place inspections were required to complete the necessary repairs by October 31, 2007.  It was then brought to the Board’s attention that this deadline was unrealistic due to the contractors being back logged and the deadline was extended to December 31, 2007.  

Due to the early and significant snow fall this winter, repairs were delayed as the contractors could not access the roofs.  In January 2008 notification was distributed to those owners that did not yet have the work completed and they were informed that they must have a signed contract/deposit with a chimney repair contractor by January 31, 2008 or that they would be fined $25 per week for the month of February 2008 and $50 per week for the month of March 2008. It was further explained that these fines would also be subject to interest.

According to our records and the information that has been supplied to us by the chimney contractors, there are currently 15 owners who have a signed contract and are working towards completing the repairs.  There are 2 owners who have made no attempt in completing the repairs and the Board has increased the fine to $100 per week for the month of April.  The Board has also requested that Management seek the advice of the association’s attorney as to our next course of action.   

We would like to take this time to remind all owners that you may NOT use your fireplace until your repairs are completed and you have received your signed building permit as it is a safety issue.
