Minutes of the Board of Trustees Meeting

February 17, 2005

Board Members Present:  Paul Boulay, Mary Ann Gachignard, Lisa Jacobowitz, Joe Martel and Kristen White.  Absent:  Jill Fama, Property Manager

Meeting called to order at 6:00 P.M.

A unit owner questioned the process for choosing an electric service provider.  It’s an individual decision.

An owner reported that the light between 5 and 7 Fillmore Road is still out.  More posts on the fence near 7 Fillmore were damaged.  Was it plow damage?  Jill will look into this.

Owner reported many areas where grass was plowed up during the storm.  Make sure they use another product to reseed.  Seems to be more lawn damage than in previous years due to larger amounts of snowfall.  Jill will speak with Matt Leahy and she will put this on the punch list of repairs.

Landscaper left tire tracks on grass near gazebo in order to trim trees.  Staff was not wearing appropriate safety equipment, i.e. hard hats, safety harnesses.   A Unit Owner suggested that a safety officer do a spot check as we may be exposed to additional liability.  Jill did call Matt Leahy when this was reported to her and she will follow up with this as the individual contractors have their own insurance.

Tire marks all over property for tree trimming equipment.  Clean up debris is inferior.  Jill to view affected areas and will speak with Matt Leahy.

Light out on Dewey near pool also some on Pickman Road.  This was called into A1 Lighting, as it could not be done by Maintenance.  Jill will follow up with A1.

Lots of dog feces all over snow banks.  Can’t address until Spring.

Minutes/Motion:  Kristen moved to accept the minutes of the January Meeting.

Second:  Mary Ann.

Vote:  All were in favor.

Owner Request / Lighting:  The Board discussed the request made by an owner for additional lighting around her unit.  The Board requested she try double sensor lights where the original fixture is.  There are too many other areas that are dark as well.  The fixture on side would be approved at the unit owners’ expense?  Jill to first check with Charlie to see if we need an improvement voted.  If approved would be run off her electricity.

Snow Removal Bill Review/Motion:  Mary Ann moved to approve the invoice by Leahy Landscaping for snow removal services in January.

Second:  Kristen

Vote:  All were in favor.

Again, concern expressed at the plow damage especially at the Entrance to Pickman Road.

Unit Owner / Windmill Discussion:  An owner advised that he had a consultant look at the undeveloped land.  The consultant would like to make a presentation on using the undeveloped land for this purpose and will be in touch with Jill for scheduling such a discussion.

The Board requested Jill provide owners with written warning of the dangers of Carbon Monoxide due to garage units which could potentially get into all units.   They would like this information published in the next newsletter.
