TRUSTEE MEETING MINUTES

PRESENT:  Deb Ciccolo, Lisa Jacobowitz, Maryellen Dolan, Rob Hemingway and Susan Oker were present for the Board of Trustees.  Jennifer Pappas was present for American Properties Team, Inc.    

Deb Ciccolo called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  
UNIT OWNER OPEN FORUM: 

6 unit owners were present at the meeting.  

11B Griswold was present to discuss a leak in her foundation.  APT informed the owner that they would have a contractor inspect the area and make a suggestion for repairs.  

A Fillmore Road owner reported that two sections of fence were down.  APT informed the owner that Mark was aware and that he would be making the necessary repairs within the next week.  
MEETING MINUTES: 

The March 1, 2010 Trustee Meeting Minutes were reviewed.  Lisa Jacobowitz made a motion to approve the minutes as printed. Rob Hemingway seconded the motion.  All in favor.  
The March 1, 2010 Executive Session Trustee Meeting Minutes were reviewed.  Lisa Jacobowitz made a motion to approve the minutes as printed. Sue Oker seconded the motion.  All in favor.  
MANAGEMENT REPORT:  

Delinquent Accounts / Up-Date:  APT and the Board reviewed the Delinquent Accounts List.  
Resident Information Forms:  APT reported that 243 Resident Information Forms had been collected thus far.  It was reported that owners have been notified that they will be fined $25 on the first of each month starting April 1st for not returning the appropriate paperwork.  
Winter Tree Pruning: APT reported that Leahy continues to work on the tree pruning project and the perimeter pruning.  The Board requested that APT receive a project completion date from Leahy that includes a date for the clean out of the area behind 1 Stillwell.  

Spring Clean Up:  APT reported that Leahy started their Spring Clean Up on March 17th.    
Bathroom Vent Inspections (Ranch Style Units) – APT informed the Board that Mark Anderson had started the bathroom vent inspections in the Ranch Style Units and had completed 43 out of 132.  The Board requested that APT e-mail them the spreadsheet outlining the results thus far.  

Paving Project – APT reported that Charlie Perkins had returned the contracts for D&R Paving and EAI with his revisions/comments.  It was further noted that EAI was in the process of reviewing the comments and once they are in agreement the new contract would be distributed to the Board for final approval.  
The Board was informed that 14 unit owners had responded that they did not want their walkway repaved during the paving project.  This list included Units  2C Nimitz, 6D Nimitz, 5A Griswold, 11A Griswold, 13A Griswold, 1B Fillmore, 5B Fillmore, 5C Fillmore, 9B Fillmore, 21A Marion, 2A Halsey, 4D Spruance, 1B Fletcher and 3D Fletcher.  APT stated that they would have Mark Anderson inspect the noted walkways and get back to APT with his recommendations as to whether we should consider exempting them.  APT will review their recommendations with the Board at the April Trustee Meeting.  
Deb Ciccolo requested that APT send 1C Nimitz another letter regarding their walkway as it was repaved in 2009.   

Revisited Business:  
Energy Fair – The Board discussed the Energy Fair for May 5th.  Deb Ciccolo noted that she was awaiting more details on the topics of discussion and start time.  It was decided that this information would be part of the Summer Newsletter.

New Business:  

Communications - Deb Ciccolo discussed ideas on how the Board can help keep the community as informed as possible.  The Board discussed the property website and the possibility of including projects with timelines, copy of the insurance policy and the profit & loss statement from the financials.  It was noted that Deb Ciccolo and APT would start working on the One Call System during the month of April.  

Perkins – APT informed the Board that Perkin’s office sent correspondence stating that they would like permission to shred all files older than 6 years.  The Board stated that they wanted a list of all files that Perkins would like to discard in order to make a decision.  

Miscellaneous Item/Concerns:

*It was noted that Halsey Way has bubbled paint in areas.  APT stated that they would review the buildings with Skouras while he was on site.  
*Deb Ciccolo requested that APT inspect Hart Way for areas where the paint does not match.    APT stated that they would review the buildings with Skouras while he was on site.  

*It was noted that Griswold Way has bubbled paint in areas.  APT stated that they would review the buildings with Skouras while he was on site.  
*It was requested that APT inquire as to whether or not 5C Halsey Way gets snow in their attic.  APT stated that they would inquire with the owner.
*It was requested that the exterminator check the bait stations at 5C Halsey as 5D Halsey is still hearing scratching noises.  APT stated that they would contact the exterminator.
