Minutes of the Board of Trustees Meeting

May 24, 2005

Board Members Present:  Paul Boulay, Mary Ann Gachignard, Lisa Jacobowitz, and Joe Martel.  Present from Management:  Jill Fama, Property Manager.  Also in attendance, E.J. Waldman of Noblin & Associates.
Meeting called to order at 6:40 P.M.

Mary Ann advised that vehicles have been driving over the new loam and seed along Pickman Road so that they can avoid the speed bumps.  She requested that the boulders be placed back along this stretch of roadway to prevent this.
E.J. Waldman of Noblin & Associates attended the meeting to review the specifications drafted by them and to address the questions created by the Board and Resident.  This was a lengthy process.  E.J. had made the revisions and will forward revised specifications to the Board.  One question that the Board will take under advisement is the length of time the Engineer will spend on site.  E.J. advised that typically he is on site 2 to 4 hours per week.  Some residents expressed concern with this and felt they should be on site more often.  
The Board discussed, as part of this project, making accommodations for handicap accessibility.  Jill will meet with the Building Inspector to review some of the questionable areas.

A resident requested the Board consider paving beyond our property line to include portions of Marion Road and Pickman Road.  While it would enhance the entrances to Pickman Park, they are City streets, and the Board does not have the authority to do so.

This resident also requested that the board consider checking the gate valves and performing a flow test prior to this work taking place.

The Board, through its managing agent, will look into the costs associated with these requests.

OWNERS FORUM: 

An owner from Hart Way advised that he is replacing a deck for a resident on Fillmore Road.  The Board has already approved a composite wood for the deck flooring.  He requested that the Board approve a similar product for the railings.  He showed the Board a drawing of what the deck would look like as well as information on the product.  The Board expressed concern with the appearance of the new caps on the railing as they did not conform to current design, and advised that they would let Jill know of their decision by Friday.  Jill will let the owner know the results.
Owner on Stillwell Drive requested that the bulletin board be relocated to the other side of the mail house.  Jill has placed this on the work order list.
Minutes:  The Minutes of the April Meeting were given to the Board for review and acceptance.   

Motion:  Paul moved to accept the minutes.

Second:  Joe
Vote:  All in favor.

Comcast Repair Work:  Jill advised the Board that the repair work at 2D Hart Way had been started.  They found an obstruction in the line that crosses Marion Road (near Hart Way).  In order to repair the obstruction, Comcast is requesting permission to open a 4’ X 4’ section in the street.  If this work is not approved, the cable line for 25 and 27 Marion will eventually fail (estimated within one year).  They currently may not be able to receive the internet through Comcast.  

Motion:  Paul moved to allow this work to take place providing Comcast either pay the Association to have it paved after the work takes place, or that they use Atlantic Paving.

Second:  Joe

Vote:  All were in favor.

Owner Request to Extend Driveway:  Last month the owner of 2D Russell Drive attended the meeting requesting permission to enlarge his driveway.  The Board advised that we would have to check with our Attorney, Charlie Perkins.  Charlie felt that a Limited Common Area Agreement would be necessary in order for the Board to comply with Mass Law Chapter 183.  After lengthy discussion, the majority of the Board did not feel this would be acceptable, as many owners might like to expand their driveways but given their specific locations, not all owners would have the opportunity to do so.
