PICKMAN PARK CONDOMINIUMS

Minutes of the Board of Trustees Meeting

June 13, 2005

Board Members Present:  Paul Boulay, Mary Ann Gachignard, Rob Hemingway, Lisa Jacobowitz, and Joe Martel.  Present from Management:  Jill Fama, Property Manager.
Meeting called to order at 6:35 P.M.

An owner on Fillmore requested the Board consider purchasing a tables and chairs for the pool area.  The Board will discuss this prior to the end of the meeting and vote.

An owner on Russell requested the pool hours be extended until 9:00 P.M.  The Board advised that if we extend the hours to 9:00 P.M. we will need to adjust the opening hour.  Jill will review the log books to see how much usage there is in the morning vs. the evening hours and report back to the Board.

Several owners at the meeting requested that the pool gate remained closed but not locked during the hours of operation.

An owner on Hart Way proposed a new composite railing system for a deck he is rebuilding, for the Board to review and approve.  The Board will take it under advisement and discuss it later in the meeting.
The Hart Way owner has several other items for discussion:

This owner questioned the status of the flag at the gazebo.  Jill advised it is on the maintenance list and she will follow up with him.
This owner questioned the status of the lights on the mail houses.   Jill advised this too is on the maintenance list and she will follow up with him.

This owner questioned the status of the fire hydrant flushing and testing of the water gate valves.  Lisa advised that the hydrants were flushed only 7 months ago and that he had previously requested they be flushed annually.  Jill advised that since he asked the Board and Engineer about checking the gate valves, the board has not had any other meetings to discuss this matter further.
This owner then showed the membership a dirty water filter against a clean water filter.  He advised that it is important to flush the lines.  Lisa advised this was done less than one year ago.  Another owner advised flushing the lines will stir up the sediment and make the water appear worse.

This owner questioned the status of the catch basin cleaning.  Jill advised that this work began in mid May and that as of this date, we have not received the report.  Jill will forward the report to the Board upon receipt.

An owner on Fillmore Road asked the Board if she could try to organize another Pickman Park cookout.  The Board had no objections.
An owner on Russell Drive advised that he is not happy with the new fence because now when the landscapers dump their debris (cut branches) over the fences, he can not get at them to clean them up.  Jill has spoken to Matt Leahy several times about this matter and will do so again.
The owner at 10 Russell was happy with the new fence.

An owner on Griswold Drive advised that the fence section at the end of her street is in terrible shape.  Jill advised that the Board recently approved three new fences on the property and Jill requested that the fence company replace this section as part of this project.

She also advised that the owner of 11A Griswold currently has deck boards with nails exposed and that the deck is the wrong color.  Jill sent a letter regarding this matter, but did not realize the nails were exposed.  A new letter will be sent.
An owner on Hart Way asked if Leahy Landscaping owned a hedge trimmer.  She was concerned that rather than trim the hedge we are pulling them out and replacing them with something, in her opinion is less desirable.  Jill advised that if she is referring to the shrubs that were removed across from her unit, the owner requested the removal of the shrub.  This particular variety of plant can not be trimmed without leaving wood exposed without foliage.  Once the request was made the Landscaper viewed it, made a recommendation and this was discussed with the owner.  She was pleased with the recommendation and it was then approved by the Board.  

An owner at 10 Russell Drive advised that the tree in the rear of his unit was pruned, but there are still sections that require further pruning.   Jill will discuss this with Matt Leahy and his arborist.

End Owners Forum:

The Board advised the membership that they have appointed Rob Hemingway to fill the remainder of Kristen White’s term.  This decision was made because Mr. Hemingway received the 2nd highest number of votes at the last election.

Minutes:  Maryanne moved to accept the Minutes of the May meeting, noting several changes.

Second:  Paul.

Vote:  All were in favor, with the exception of Rob, who abstained.

Delinquency Report:  Jill updated the Board on the status of the delinquencies. She advised that two are currently in collection with the Attorney.

Fence Replacement:  Jill had supplied the Board with proposals to replace the fences behind 11 Russell Drive, 3 Dewey Drive and 2 & 4 Nimitz Way.  Jill also requested that the fence company include the section of fence on Griswold Drive at no cost..  The cost associated with this was $7,336.

Motion:  Joe moved to accept the proposals from Vier-Eck Fence for the above referenced work, to be funded from the Reserve Account.

Second:  Paul.

Vote:  All were in favor.

The Board also requested that Jill have Steve Barker of Vier-Eck Fence make a recommendation for some type of fence barrier around the telephone pedestals along Pickman Road.

Owner Request Discussion:  An owner on Dewey Drive requested the Board have the landscaper either remove the exposed roots in front of his unit, or to cover them with loam and seed.  Jill met the Landscaper on site for his recommendation.  It was not advisable to remove the roots as it will likely kill the tree.  He did provide the Board with a cost for loam and seed.  The board had viewed the area and advised this is no different than many areas on the property and therefore, they did not approve this request.
Parking Signs/Fillmore Road:  Jill advised the Board that we recently put up no parking signs at the end of Fillmore Road.   It was requested we place signs at the end of Fillmore advising residents there is no on street parking at the end of the roadway or around the cul de sac.  The owners at the end of Fillmore expressed concerns with the new signs.  Jill suggested on sign at the beginning of Fillmore Road.  Joe advised the problem is at the end of the roadway and he requested the Fire Department come out and review it.

The Board agreed to remove the sign in the cul de sac but to leave the sign at the end of the roadway, pending the decision by the Fire Department.
Motion:  Tables & Chairs:  The Board discussed the request to purchase tables and chairs for the pool area.  Mary Ann moved to purchase 2 tables and 10 chairs at a cost not to exceed $150, to be funded though Pool Supplies.

Second:  Rob.

Vote:  All were in favor.

Motion/Railing:  Joe moved to accept the composite railing system as presented at the meeting, to conform to the current color, design and code of the existing rail system.
Second:  Mary Ann

Vote:  All were in favor.

The Board discussed the stumps at the end of Hart Way.  Jill supplied the Board with the cost estimate to remove the stumps.  This was recommended if the Board will be planting anything there in the future.  The Board requested Jill speak with Matt for a recommendation on what would work well as a screen in this area.

Landscape Concerns:    Lisa expressed concern to the Board over the late date for reseeding.  She would like to withhold money from Leahy until either the seed germinates or until he can reseed in the fall.  The Board agreed that $1,500 would be a fair number.  Jill will send notice to Matt Leahy.

Tree Pruning Update:  Jill supplied the Board with an updated list of tree pruning.  The remainder of this list will be addressed prior to the end of the month.

Lawn Watering:  Lisa expressed concern with the many areas that are not currently being watered.  Jill posted notice looking for owners to help out.  Joe provided a list of areas that have been and continue to be watered for the past 5 or 6 years.  Lisa stated that many residents have moved and may not be watering where they did in the past.  She requested Jill send notice to owners so that we can update our list.

The Owner on Hart Way requested a set of parking Rules.  Jill will send a copy to him.

The Board requested Jill call the Board of Health regarding flushing the lines.

Motion:  Mary Ann moved to accept the proposal from Waldman Plumbing to install de-duct meters at four locations, to be funded using the water/sewer account number 6140.

Second:  Joe.

Vote:  All were in favor.

Paving Project/Discussion:  The Board will review the specifications provided to them.  Lisa will forward Jill her questions for Noblin and will have Charlie Perkins review the revised specifications and contract.
