PICKMAN PARK CONDOMINIUMS

Minutes of the Board of Trustees Meeting

July 10, 2006

Board Members Present:  Paul Boulay, Mary Ann Gachignard, Rob Hemingway, Joe Martel and Lisa Jacobowitz.  Present from Management:  Jill Fama, Property Manager.

Meeting called to order at 6:30 P.M.

Minutes/Motion:  Rob moved to accept the Minutes of the May/June Meeting.

Second:  Joe

Vote:  All were in favor. 

Delinquent Accounts / Up-Date:  Jill supplied the Board with an updated delinquency report which reflected outstanding condominium fees totaling $ 2,347.  This is approximately $700 less than last month’s report.  
Paving/Discussion:  Jill supplied the Board with the results of the bidders’ conference.  Atlantic Paving was the successful bidder.  Jill advised the Board that in speaking with Norman of Atlantic Paving, he was agreeable to have the sidewalk work completed on Hart Way, this summer, and would back that cost out of his bid price when performing the work on Hart Way.  The Board requested that Jill go back to the Engineer and ask that he make recommendations as to the order in which the roadways need replacing.  The Board also did not object to Noblin releasing the bid numbers to the vendors that did submit pricing.

Motion:  Lisa moved to accept the proposal of Atlantic Paving based on the Engineer’s recommendation.  She further moved to allow Atlantic Paving to move forward with replacing the sidewalks on Hart Way providing he submits, in writing, that the cost associated with this will be deducted from the quote on Alternate #1.

Second:  Rob

Vote:  All were in favor.

Chimney Inspection:  Jill informed the Board that the Inspections are ongoing and should be complete by the end of this week.  Charlie Perkins was on vacation last week, but we have been keeping him posted on this project.  Once we have the final report, Jill will forward it to Charlie’s office for his opinion on the repair/replacement items.  Jill will also call Noblin for a quote to write specifications to correct these issues. 
Water Meters Reading:  Jill informed the Board that she identified the buildings where estimated readings have been taking place.  Actual readings were set up to take place on June 24th, and all affected owners were notified.  Jill did receive calls from some owners advising no one showed to read the meter.  We are currently waiting for the list back from the Water Department so we can identify which units were not accessed so that we can reschedule the readings.  

Screened Enclosures:  Marcia Kudlow, an owner on Marion Road has requested (via email) permission to install a detachable/removable screened enclosure.  She advised that it is too hot to sit out there during the day and in the evening, there are too many bugs.  The Board expressed concern that the screened in area would need to attach to the building, but did want to be sure it was removable.  The Board requested that Jill send notice to other owners to see if there is any interest among owners to install screened areas on their decks.  Ms. Kudlow will check with the installer to obtain specifics as well as to determine whether there are products which will fit our decks.
Deck Repairs:  Jill informed the Board that Paul, Joe and Jill inspected all decks again this year.  Letters were sent to the affected owners.  The Board received an email from an owner that received one of Jill’s letters expressing concern that his railings were not in compliance with the approved design specification.  The Board agreed to view the area after the meeting.  They also asked the owners that were present at the meeting, if the appearance of the decks were a concern to them.  The majority of residents did not object to slight variations in style, providing the size of the decks did not change.  Most did not object to slight variations in color; however, all agreed that they did not want to see blatant changes to the color.
The Board requested that Jill send notice to all owners asking their opinion for the above referenced changes to the decks appearance.
OWNERS FORUM:

An owner on Stillwell Drive advised that he installed a pellet stove and while Affordable Chimney advised the chimney is not safe, the building inspector told him it was safe.  Jill read the report she received regarding his unit.  He requested a copy of the report and picture.  Jill will forward this to him.  Jill will also contact the building inspector and ask that he become involved in the rebuilding of our chimneys for the purpose of compliance.
An owner on Hart Way also requested the same.  Jill will forward this to him as well.

An owner on Marion Road asked if there are restrictions on satellite dishes.  Jill advised that we have restrictions on where they can be installed and the size of the dish.  The owner advised that one unit on Halsey Way has 3.  Jill will check with the Association’s Attorney as to what limitations are permissible based on the FCC regulations.
An owner on Hart Way advised that she was charged $140 to clean her chimney and they were only there for less than 5 minutes.  Other owners have reported similar experiences.  The Board asked that Jill speak with Glenn Sharpe, owner of Affordable Chimney about these concerns and also asked to have him attend the next meeting.  

An owner of 7 Fillmore Road advised Jill that the units where the fire was were not adequately cleaned before the owners moved in.  Jill advised that she spoke with the son of one owner just several hours before and he did not make mention of this.  Jill will follow up with the owners.
New Business:  The Board discussed a request made by John Skouras to work on Saturdays in order to catch up on the work.  He has fallen behind schedule due to all of the rain in May and June.  The Board was agreeable to allow him on site for 2 Saturdays.  July 15th and July 22nd.  If one of those days is a rain date, they will allow work on Saturday, July 29th as well.  His hours on Saturdays will be limited to 10-5 and advance notice will go out to all unit owners if the work is to take place on these days.
An owner on Marion Road wanted to tell the Board that she appreciates the work that they do and that Pickman Park looks beautiful.  

Meeting adjourned at 8:20 p.m. and the Board and Manager went to view the decks on 4 Arnold Drive.
Next Meeting is scheduled for Monday, August 14th at 6:30 P.M.
