Minutes of the Meeting

April 12, 2004

Board Members Present:  Mary Ann Gachignard, Rob Hemingway, Lisa Jacobowitz, Joe Martel and Kristen White.  Present from Management:  Jill Fama, Property Manager.

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 P.M.

Owners Forum:

Robert L’heureux of Hart Way asked the Board to view the back wall of the clubhouse where the mulch and dirt are in contact with the horizontal trim board.  This board is rotted and is in need of replacement.  Jill will talk with Matt Leahy and make arrangements to walk the property prior to the mulch going down.

Mary Ellen Dolan of Griswold Drive advised that there are a couple of tires in the wooded area behind her unit.  In addition, there is a Christmas tree and another tire along the dog walk path between Griswold and Fillmore Road.  Jill will put this on the work order list for Dave to dispose of.

Mary Ellen also commented on the grounds.  She advised that many residents have not been cleaning up after their pets and the sidewalks and rotary are a mess.  In some cases, there are large amounts of feces adjacent to units.

Donna Frazier of Fillmore Road advised that the Bench on Fillmore Road was knocked over.  Joe advised that it was called into Management on Friday.  Jill advised that Maintenance is usually on site once per week, and that she is aware that this was called in.

Donna also questioned what color owners could paint their deck?  Joe advised that there was a list created for the color chart of the older decks.  He advised that there were three stain colors approved by the Board for all new decks.  He will try to locate the list and will supply it to her.

Joe suggested when the painter is on site, that he (the contractor) purchase extra paint to give to the owners at cost so they could touch up their decks.

Chris Picone of Russell Drive asked what the status of the fence was on Russell Drive.  Jill advised that as of this date we have only one quote.  Jill will obtain additional quotes and get a board vote.

The owner of 1D Hart Way proposed venting his stove exhaust fan directly to an outside wall.  He asked the Board if he would be allowed to vent his stove’s exhaust fan to the outside.  This would require a run of approximately 6 feet and could either have a dryer vent hood or something flush to the Building.  The Board advised that they would need additional information, i.e. what the vent would look like and where it would exit the building.  He will attend the next meeting or send pictures for consideration.

Mr. Goodwin on Stillwell Drive brought a picture of the lawn in front of his unit.  Lisa advised that the spring cleanup has not yet begun.  There are many areas that will require additional seed.

The Board asked Jill if she was able to identify the ownership of the exterior electrical outlets.  Jill advised that she notified the unit owner via voice mail and the Board via email that according to the Master Deed, the exterior electrical outlets are the responsibility of the unit owner.  Specifically, Section 6.4.7 Maintenance & Repair of Units, which describes the responsibility of proper maintenance and repair of their respective Units and the maintenance, repair and replacement of utility fixtures therein serving the same including….. electrical fixtures and outlets.” 

The Owner of 1B Hart Way advised that he did not receive a welcome package when he moved in over a year ago.  Jill will check the file and get back to the owner.
Richard L’heureux of 5D Nimitz Way attended the meeting in order to thank the Board and management company for their continued support during the ongoing issues at his unit.

OLD BUSINESS:

Motion/Minutes:  Joe moved to accept the minutes of the March Meeting.

Second:  Mary Ann

Vote:  All were in favor.

Mail House Bulletin Board:  The Board viewed two samples of bulletin boards to be placed on the mailbox areas.  The Board approved the box obtained by All Kinds of Signs.  The cost was approximately $190 each.  Jill will order 10 more boards and will have them installed as soon as they arrive.  We expect a 4-week turnaround.

Tree Work:  Jill supplied the Board with several additional areas for tree work.  The Board approved this work which consisted of the removal of a limb at 7 Fillmore Road, pruning back several trees behind 1 Fillmore Road, and the pruning of three pines and two maple trees on Halsey Way.  The cost was quoted at $925.

Web Site:  Kristen presented her mock up of the Pickman Park website.  She will post the rules and regulations, minutes of the meetings, notices, etc.  Jill will forward additional information to Kristen for the website.  The Website will be published at www.pickmanpark.org
The Board reviewed the email sent from Robert L’heureux of Hart Way.  Most of the items were addressed; however there were several pending matters that needed to be addressed by the Board.

One issue was the request for the water department to give a lower rate for the water used to water the lawns.  Jill supplied the Board with a letter from the Water Department advising that deduct meters would need to be installed for this purpose.  Joe requested Jill send him a copy of the sprinkler list.  He will review it and indicate where we should look for the installations of deduct meters.  We can then obtain cost estimates for this.

Another matter was the flow test.  Mr. L’heureux supplied Jill with a list of vendors that can do this work.  Jill will try to obtain cost estimates on this as well.  

Mr. L’heureux also requested the Board consider allowing propane tanks for heat.  The Board expressed concern with this matter.  Not only due to the aesthetic issues but the wear and tear on the roads for the tanks to be refilled.  In addition, this would not be an option for all owners due to the position of their units and decks.

Richard L’heureux advised that he would like to look into utilizing the land in Phase III for windmill power.  The Board asked that he obtain additional information and get back to them on this matter.

Mr. Goodwin of Stillwell Drive attended the meeting to advise the board of a problem he had with the breaker servicing his heating unit.  He advised that the breaker melted to the panel causing him to replace the entire panel.  Jill advised that she was on site and viewed this.  The electrician advised that the manufacturer of the breaker “Challenger” was no longer in business.  Jill will put notice in the next newsletter.

The Board reviewed a proposal from Williams Brothers for a skylight at 4B Halsey Way, Chimney Boxes at 4B and 4D Halsey Way.  There is also a small chimney box and skylight to be done on 5D Nimitz Way.

Motion:  Mary Ann moved to accept the proposal from Williams Brothers.

Second:  Rob.

All were in favor.  We expect this work to begin within the next week or two.
