Minutes of the August 23, 2004

Board of Trustees Meeting

Board Members Present:  Mary Ann Gachignard, Lisa Jacobowitz and Joe Martel.  Board Members Absent:  Kristen White & Rob Hemingway.  Present from Management:  Jill Fama, Property Manager.  

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 P.M.

Owners Forum:

A Stillwell Drive Owner listed the following issues:  1.)  The fire hydrant on Pickman Road is not visible, due to the overgrown bushes around it.  Leahy Landscaping was on site today and cut the area back.  2.)  There are weeds growing between the back side of the pool fence and the tennis court fence.  Jill will have Leahy address this area.  3.) There has been a white car parked in the visitor spot on Stillwell Drive for about one month.  Jill will tag the car and give them 5 days to move it.  This owner will send an email to Jill with the license plate number.

Mailbox Lights:  Lisa advised that she went by the mail box on Fillmore Road and the light looked good.  An owner on Fillmore advised that she checked in on Saturday and the light did not come on.  Lisa had the opposite experience.  Jill will check to see how long the fixture holds the charge and will also look into battery operated fixtures.  The Board discussed locations for the lights.  Not all mail box areas need a light attached.  

The Board also discussed painting the newly sided mailboxes.  The Board agreed that the mail house should be painted the color to match the adjacent buildings.

An Owner on Russell Drive advised that the shrubs in the cul de sac need additional pruning.  Jill will be meeting Leahy on site to walk the property and view the pruning to date.  She will check that area as well.

An Owner on Fillmore Road advised that it appears that the Landscapers missed the shrubs around 7D Fillmore.  Jill will check this area.

The Board discussed the pool hours beyond Labor Day Weekend.  The Board agreed to keep the pool open on Saturday and Sunday, September 11th and 12th and again the following weekend on September 18th and 19th weather permitting.

Minutes:  Mary Ann moved to accept the minutes of the July Meeting, noting three changes.

Second:  Joe.

Vote:  All were in favor.

An owner on Russell expressed concern with the new plantings installed in front of his unit.  He advised that a tree was removed and he was not happy with the new shrubs.  The Board agreed to view this area after the meeting.

Delinquent Accounts: The Board reviewed the list of delinquent accounts supplied by Jill.  Jill updated the board on the status of these accounts.  Three have been turned over for collection.

Fence Replacement: Jill supplied the Board with an email concerning the new fence installed on Russell Drive.  Mary Ann recalled that many conversations took place in open forum prior to the installation of the fence.  There were lengthy discussions on the open picket vs. split rail.  Owners had expressed concern with the trash that blows into the wooded area because residents do not property secure their trash.  In addition, there is a significant drop just beyond the fence and residents expressed concern for the children in the area.

Traffic Study: Jill supplied the Board with a proposal from Triad Traffic Technology to perform a traffic study on Pickman Road, Marion Road and Russell Drive.  The cost associated with this was $2500.  The Board felt this cost to be too high and the study unnecessary in light of the poll/survey sent by Jill.  The Board advised the membership of the results of the survey when polling the owners on Russell Drive concerning the speed bump.  Jill sent a questionnaire to 40 owners affected by the proposed speed bump.  Only 28 responded; 20 were opposed and 8 were in favor.  The Board requested that Jill send a letter to the owners on Russell Drive and advise them of the outcome.

Mary Ann requested that we poll the residents on Arnold Drive, Pickman Road and Stillwell Drive concerning with regard to this same issue.  The proposed location of the speed bump would be on Pickman Road, before Stillwell Drive near the flagpole.

Paving:  Over the past few months, the Board has received complaints regarding the work performed by Comcast last year.  Jill has attempted to get them back to correct the defective areas.  In the meantime, the Board requested and received proposals for resurfacing the roadway on Russell Drive.  These proposals listed several options.  Lisa suggested obtaining a proposal from Noblin & Associates to write the specifications to be sure elevations are not compromised in performing this work.  Jill will contact Comcast once again before we pave this area.

The Board discussed repaving the sidewalks on Marion Road as part of this work.  The Board also discussed bidding the work to include all of Marion and Russell Drive, Pickman Road and Fillmore Drive.

The Board discussed the requests for proposals that Jill is sending out for snow removal and landscaping.  The Board requested that RFP’s also be sent to Dipietro Landscaping, Modern Landscaping and Comack.  The Board also requested that Jill check to see who performs the landscaping at the Highlands in Salem.

Meeting Adjourned at 7:15 p.m.

After the meeting the Board viewed the area in question on Russell Drive.  The Board agreed to the removal of the hosta and replanting it at the entrance on Marion Road, and planting of daylilies in its place.  The Board also met with the Landscaper, Matt Leahy regarding the pruning, weeding etc.  Matt advised that he would like to use a chemical treatment in September, on the lawns, in order to get a jump on the weed control for the spring.  Matt also asked for permission to spray on chemical under the decks.  The Board requested a cost.  Matt will let Jill know the cost, and Jill will forward it to the Board for consideration.
